This shift starts on a small scale. With the ever-changing
we wish to continue formulating a compelling radical
thesis on the ideas of reuse and upcycling. If building elements
that last for decades are reused rather than destroyed, not only
are resources not wasted but it also drastically reduces energy
consumption and greenhouse gas emissions in the construction
phase of building. This so-called brings with

it a multitude of very different, challenging questions — from
the technical and aesthetic side to the energy-related and legal
aspects all the way to building culture.

The
competition will start with an initial workshop at the beginning

of October. The submission deadline is at the end of November.
Post planning and construction, the pavilion will open at
Dreispitz on May 10, 2022 in conjunction with the inauguration of
Architekturwoche Basel 2022.
